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Review Exodus 19 and 20.  This is sometimes called the constitution of the nation of Israel.  What is the missions significance of verses 4-6 in Ch. 19?  What 3 roles is Israel assigned regarding the nations?
While many psalms speak of God's rule over nations and Israel's call to proclaim His deeds to them, Psalm 67 is especially significant.  Why?  How does it encapsulate both the “attraction” and the "expansion" of God's goodness?

When Israel forsook her call to be holy and to be a witness, what were the inescapable consequences for her?  What was the effect on the nations?

Give three different reasons why Jonah fled from the assignment to take the Word of the Lord to Nineveh.  What parallels may be drawn between Jonah and the reluctant church of our own day?

Universalism teaches that all will ultimately be saved.  List four problems with this doctrine.
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
